We received a combined donation of over $13,000 from 
the banquet and silent auction.

divided up and allocated towards the pool rebuild project 
and the Nelson Lodge upgrade project.

At this point we are not 
rebuilding ancient ruins but 

we do feel like “Repairers of 
Broken Walls”  as we are now 
deep into the Nelson Lodge 

renovations and as well 
working on other items that 

were identified from this past 
summer’s fire inspection. 
 

Here is where weôre at: 

 We have 2 fire safety 

consulting companies working 

with us. Both companies are 
owned by Christian men!  

One company is providing their services for free and 
the second is supplying free or “at cost” materials. 

 We now have 7 volunteer men and women working on 

this project on a steady basis. The work on ceilings, 

walls, electrical, plumbing and framing and has 
already began. Floor plans, alarm plans and the fire 

plan are almost completed and we are awaiting 
approvals. 

 We were informed that we require an architect’s 

report before the building department will approve the 

changes. We have contacted our previous architect 
who completed our new complex in 2004 to complete 

this report. 
 While the costs of these changes are like a moving 

target as we discover more requirements, we are 
estimating the price will be between $22,000 to 

$26,000. This may change once we receive the 
architects report. We have received approximately 

$10,000 in donations so far.

With the change in the provincial 

tax system we need to inform 

you what it means for camper 
fees. 

 

 

 
 

T h e  O n t a r i o  P r o v i n c i a l 
Government announced that 

there will be a Harmonized Tax 
(HST) introduced as of July 1st, 

2010. Our current fee rates 

include a 3% provincial sales tax (PST accommodation 
tax) and a 5% federal goods and sales tax (GST). This 

harmonized tax will combine these two taxes but at a new 
higher rate of 13% on camper fees. This tax rate change 

will create a 5% increase in overall fees. 
 

As a result of this change, we have raised our rates only 
1% or less to ease the financial effect of this increase. 

Here, however is a way to save on the large increase. 

The OCA (Ontario Camps Association) received 
notice that if camper fees were paid before May 

1st, 2010 even though the campers come after July 
1st, 2010, the new HST is not applicable.
